The first Blessing of the Fleet occurred in 325 AD. 
During the Council of Nicaea, a mass assembly of 
prestigious Christian clergyman, the Blessing was 
included as an auxiliary event.  The first Blessing was 
for a bountiful catch, the safety of the men and boats, 
and that there would be enough fish left in the ocean to 
reproduce for the following catch.  The Blessing was a 
joyous occasion, since prior to this event openly 
practicing the Christian faith could result in death.
